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“Quick Windswept Geese”

For April 2007 Meeting

We were delighted at the wonderful response for the Nov. and Dec. blocks of the
month. 32 out of 50 charity baskets were returned with promises of more to come. Our
thanks to Betty at Sew For It for donating the background fabric and our congratulations
to the draw winners who each received a packet of fat quarters — Sheila Reid, Joan
Rutherford, Joanne Ritchie, Colleen Crozier, and Jan Thulen. In addition to this, we
would also like to thank the 20 members who made 28 colourful “Heart and Flower”
blocks which were won by Pat Amundrud.

The days are getting longer and before we know it the Canada geese will be returning
yet again and this prompted us to think of the Flying Geese block. We know it’s been
done before but we are highlighting another easy shortcut that will make 4 geese at a time
and then pairing these quick geese with a simple pieced rectangular block that will give
us a windmill like design — “Quick Windswept Geese” (our name and variation on an old
block which we spotted in Better Homes and Gardens 100 Quilt Blocks- spring 2003).
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Fabric requirements NN ~ L IE ?
Dark Fabric - white on black (geese) N 146
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Light Fabric - black on white (background) 6t "\ "’ _
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Cutting Directions - .

From the dark fabric - cut 1 square - 7 12” x 7 12" ]

cut 4 rectangles -3 12" x 6 %7 s

From the light fabric — cut 4 squares - 4” x 4” IR i
cut 8 squares-3%”x3 %" F76’~ A

Part 1 — Pieced Rectangle
1. Take your 8 squares — 3 2" x 3 12” of light fabric and draw a diagonal line on the
back of each one.
2. Place your dark 3 %2 x 6 %2 rectangle vertically.
3. Place one light 3 %4” square at the top of the rectangle with your drawn diagonal
going from the top left hand corner to the bottom right. See Fig. 1 above.
4. Sew ON the diagonal line and trim seam as in Fig. 1.
Flip up towards the upper right hand corner and press.
6. Rotate the rectangle 180 degrees (so that the bottom is now up) and repeat steps 3
to 5.
Repeat steps 2 to 6 for the remaining 3 dark rectangles.
8. You should have 4 units resembling Fig. 1a above.
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
