Welcome back to the new 

season.  We have lots going 

on in Magazines right now 

and wanted you all to know 

about the great new sub-

scriptions that have started 

as well as some new proce-

dures so that we can all take advantage of new maga-

zines. 
 

At the September meeting we will have copies of 2 

new subscriptions: Machine Quilting Unlimited and 

QuiltLife.  The May issue of Machine Quilting Unlim-

ited has an inspiring article on ñCarol Taylor: Working 

in Seriesò.  Our own Sheila Hills has attended one of 

her workshops in Canmore, Alberta and definitely rec-

ommends it.  The July issue features Elaine Quehl on 

ñAn Unexpected Career as a Quilt Artistò.  QuiltLife 

was awarded best new magazine in 2010, and is pub-

lished by AQS it features featuring Alex Anderson and 

Ricky Tims.  There is a useful article in Augustôs copy 

on tips for making Lone Star Quilts whether you are a 

novice or experienced quilter.  Both magazines are 

published 6 times a year. 
 

Magazine Procedures  
Since magazines have a short shelf life two main 

changes have been introduced to the procedures for the 

forthcoming year.  This will allow everyone to benefit 

from the Guildôs collection and in particular the new 

magazines.  These changes are: 
 

1. Members may only borrow one new magazine each 

month and up to 5 magazines in total.  A new mag-

azine is considered new for the first 2 months after 

we have received it.  These will be kept in a sepa-

rate box for easy identification. 

2. The  charge for not returning a new magazine is $3 

per month.  The charge for an older magazine re-

mains at $1 per month.  After 2 months a magazine 

is considered lost and you will be charged the cost 

for obtaining a back copy, as well as any late 

charges.  If you are unable to return a magazine 

because you cannot make the next meeting please 

call us so we can assist you in making alternate 

arrangements for its return.  
 

If there is a magazine that you feel we should subscribe 

to, please drop by the table and let us know.   If enough 

interest is shown then a subscription can be considered.  
 

We hope you will stop by and pick up some magazines. 

We look forward to meeting you at the Guild meetings.

BABY QUILTS  

Hi everyone!  Welcome back for an-

other year of guild camaraderie after a 

beautiful hot summer. 
 

In June, we received 41 baby quilts, 

bringing our yearôs total to 368 for the Rich Little 

nursery.  As usual, the nurses were very pleased and 

most appreciative. A big thank you to all.  
 

Although we did not reach our goal of 400 baby quilts 

last year, our total quilts collected was very impressive 

considering members contributed to many other of our 

charities, participated in ñAt Home with Quiltsò in Oc-

tober and ñthe quilt showò in May and of course their 

everyday lives and work. But I do hope, with your con-

tinued generosity, that over the coming year, we will be 

able to reach our goal of 400+ little quilts for the Civic 

hospitalôs neo-natal nursery. 
 

Here is a reminder of the  
 

Baby Quilt Requirements:  
Size: 24ò x 24ò (give or take an inch) 

Top Fabric: 100% cotton in colours or prints suitable 

for babies; 

Back Fabric: 100% cotton flannelette; 

NOTE: no polyester on the exterior as it can cause a 

static reaction; 

Batting: is required and any type of batting is  

acceptable; 

Quilting: by hand or machine, but do not quilt too 

densely to keep the project light and flexible. Do NOT 

use invisible thread, it can loop and catch tiny fingers 

or toes; 

Binding: Can be standard binding or envelope/

pillowcase style; 

*Label : Attach a label displaying OVQG, or write 

OVQG directly on the backing fabric with a permanent 

fabric pen. 
 

I am looking forward to seeing you all at the baby quilt 

table throughout the coming year.  Donôt forget to 

check out the ñblock-of-the-

monthò for pattern ideas.
